Speak in simple language and communicate
in routine tasks on familiar topics. Greet,
address, and converse in social spaces like
shops, post offices or banks.

Listen and understand clear, slow, and
standard speech related to areas of most
immediate personal relevance and extract
the main point in simple messages and

announcements.

Read and understand factual texts with a lot
of everyday or job-related language
(newspaper articles on familiar subjects,
descriptions of events, feelings and wishes).
Write personal letters, simple texts on topics
by linking a series of shorter discrete
elements into a linear sequence.

Speak using simple language; enter and
participate unprepared into conversation on
familiar topics.

Listen and understand clear standard speech
on familiar topics related to work, school,
leisure, etc.; radio or TV programmes, when

the delivery is relatively slow and clear.
